Before placing your pet under anesthesia for a surgical procedure, we will perform a full physical examination.  However, many conditions, including disorders of the liver and kidneys or blood, are not detected unless blood testing is performed.  For senior pets, over 7 years of age, we require, the pre-anesthetic panel prior to anesthesia unless a pre-anesthetic, general panel or wellness panel has been performed within the last 6 months. 
The pre-anesthetic blood profile and EKG will help the doctor to better assess the condition of your pet’s internal organ systems such as heart, liver and kidneys.  This blood work will help identify pre-existing conditions not evident during the pre-admission examinations. This is especially important in the doctor’s selection of an anesthetic regimen that will be the safest for your pet.
